The new benefit defines high­risk 
populations as those with diabetes; those 
with a family history of glaucoma; and 
African Americans aged 50 and older.

• A resident of New Jersey and your 
county for at least 30 days. 

The Registration deadline to vote at 
the next election is 29 days prior to 

Election Day. 

The law, which established the 
Division of Disability Services, 

requires that they provide the public 
with an opportunity to receive voter 

registration materials and to get 
assistance in registering to vote. 

This is strictly a non­partisan 
activity, provided as a public service 
by the office.
